
Rite of Confirmation Final Project 
“Faith Journey Display” 

 
Description:  The “Faith Journey Display” will be a graphic description of your faith history and future plans to 
follow Jesus that will be displayed during Confirmation Weekend on Oct. 29-30.  The displays are to utilize the 
provided 18”x 24” display boards (Available from Pete or Patti).  
 
Directions:  Neatly display the following items on your faith display board 
 

q Name:  At the top of the display list your full given name (First, Middle and Last) 
q Confirmation Bible Verse:  Just below your name write out your selected Confirmation Bible Verse and 

its reference (i.e. The Lord is my Shepherd I shall not be in want – Psalm 23:1) 
q Confirmation Date & Photo:  List your Confirmation Date as follows (Confirmed Oct. 30, 2011).  Just 

above the date leave space enough for a 2.5” (high) x 3.5” (wide) confirmation photo.  This photo will be 
taken of you during the rehearsal on Oct. 29.  We will place a copy of your photo on your designated spot 
on your poster display to be ready for Oct. 30th.  (Mark the spot with “photo” so we know where it should 
be placed.) 

q Faith History:  Your display must utilize at least 3 of the following suggestions that describe highlights 
from you past faith journey 

o Baptism Picture and Information:   Place a picture of you at your baptism or a picture of you 
that represents the age you were baptized.  List information about your baptism (i.e. church and 
location, Date, Godparents) 

o People who have influenced your faith:  List or better yet display pictures of people you would 
like to thank who have played a significant role in your faith growth and how so.  (i.e. Parents, 
grandparents, godparents, friends, Pastors, teachers, Small Group Mentors, Etc) 

o Highlights:  List events that have impacted your faith. (I.e. Servant Events, Mega Rallies, 
Christian Concerts, Speakers, Christian Camps, Retreats, Etc.)  Include dates and basic 
information about the events that were significant to you. 

o Education Highlights:  List Christian education programs (and the years) you have attended that 
have influenced your faith. (I.e. Sunday school, VBS, CrossTraining, Powerhouse, Etc.) 

o  Personal Creed Statement:  Display your Personal statement of belief (From CrossTraining 
Apostles Creed Unit).   

o  Art Display:  If you took the Lent Elective “Expressing Faith Through Art”, display your art 
project in front of your display board. 

o Service:  Display information about significant service opportunities that were meaningful to you 
(i.e.  Feed my Starving Children,  Acolyting, Youth Drama Group, VBS Guide, Sundayschool 
Buddy, Etc.) 

 
q Future Faith Plans:  Write a minimum of 100 words of a personal statement of your plans to live out 

your faith in the following three areas. 
o Lead:  Express your plans to be active in worship and communion as well as any plans you may 

have to be a lead others to Jesus (ie, Being a Christian Parent, Sunday School Teacher, 
Missionary, Etc) 

o Love:  Express your plans to serve God by serving others.  (ie. Sunday school teacher, usher, 
Youth Servant Leadership Corps, Future Servant Events) 

o Learn:  Express plans to continue in regular education opportunities. (ie. Bible Study, Regular 
Devotions, 90 Days through the Bible, Powerhouse, Etc) 

 
Expectations:  Since this project will be on display during confirmation weekend for congregation members and 
visitors to view it is essential that you use care and excellence in putting it together.  This will be an opportunity 
for you to shine before others.  Be creative in your display and have fun putting it together. Be clear and use 
legible writing or type and paste text to the board.  It is appropriate and encouraged to work on this project with 
your parents.
