Try These Ideas at Home!
Here are some great projects that you might like to make at home…
Make a Snowflake
You will need:

- string

- wide mouth jar

- white pipe cleaners

- blue food coloring (optional)

- boiling water 

- borax (available at grocery stores in the laundry soap section)

- pencil

Directions:

With a little kitchen science you can create long lasting snowflakes as sparkly as the real ones.  Cut a white pipe cleaner into 3 equal section.  Twist the sections together in the center so that you have a “six-sided” star shape.  If your points are not even, trip the pipe-cleaner sections to the same length.  Now attach string along the outer edges to form a snowflake pattern.  Attach a piece of string to the top of one f the pipe cleaners and tie the other end to a pencil (this is to hang it from).  Fill a wide mouth jar with boiling water.  Mix borax into the water one tablespoon at a time.  Use 3 tablespoons of borax per cup of water.  Stir until dissolved, (don’t worry if there is powder settling on the bottom of the jar.)  If you want you can add a little blue food coloring now to give the snowflake a bluish hue.  Insert your pipe cleaner snowflake into the jar so that the pencil is resting on the lip of the jar and the snowflake is freely suspended in the borax solution.  Wait overnight and by morning the snowflake will be covered with shiny crystals.  Hang in a window as a sun-catcher or use as a winter time decoration.   
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Ice Cream in a Bag
You will need:

-1/2 cup milk (chocolate or white)

-1 Tbsp. sugar

-1/4 tsp. vanilla

-Ice

-Rock salt

-1 Ziploc sandwich bag

-1 gallon freezer bag

Directions

Combine milk, sugar and vanilla in the sandwich bag.  Seal the bag securely!  (We found that Ziploc brand bags work the best as they tend to leak the least.  Others will also work.) Set bag aside.

Fill gallon size freezer bag half full with ice.  Sprinkle some rock salt on top of ice.  Then put sandwich bag inside gallon bag (keep it sealed).  Seal the freezer bag and shake the bags together.  Shake for about 4 minutes and you will have ice cream!  

Easy Apple Turnovers
We made these at preschool and they were a huge hit!!!

You will need:

-1 Tube of Crescent Rolls
-1 can apple pie filling

Put a spoon full of apple pie filling in the middle of a crescent roll triangle. Cover with another crescent roll triangle and bake according to the package directions.  Cut into two for child’s sized portions.
