Chapel

A Closer Look at Our Program:
Science

Can preschool children really do
science? They certainly can. We
provide the children with many different
items from the environment as we can:
rocks, pine cones, acorns, seeds, fur etc.
along with magnifying glasses for
observation and scales for balancing.
We also provide magnets and a variety
of materials for the children to
experiment with in order to find out
what will attract to the magnet. Tubs of
water offer children the opportunity to
experiment with sink and float as they
learn about making predictions.
Science for preschoolers should be a
hands-on experience. Having
classroom pets, visits from other
animals, and incubating eggs in the
classroom is science as well. Through
science, children learn to respect plants,
animals and the life that God created.
They also learn what is necessary for
life to continue.

The Price of Children
It has been estimated that the cost of
raising a child from birth to 18 years
old is $160,140 for a middle income
family. Talk about sticker shock! That
doesn’t even touch college tuition. But
$160,140 isn't so bad if you break it
down. It translates into:

* $8,896.66 a year

* $741.38 a month
*$171.08 a week

* That's a mere $24.24 a day
* Just over a dollar an hour

For $160,140, you never have to grow
up. You get fo:

* Carve pumpkins,

* Play hide-and-seek,

* Catch lightning bugs, and

* Never stop believing in Santa Claus.

* Keep reading the Adventures of Piglet
and Pooh,

* Watch Saturday morning cartoons,
